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Book Box Report
You will create a visual book report for a novel of your choosing (to be approved by the teacher).  The report will contain many of the elements of a traditional book report, but it will allow you to add your own creativity while still displaying your understanding of the material.

Supplies:

1. Your independent reading novel.

2. One cereal or snack box.

3. Construction paper or computer paper.

4. Colored pencils or markers.

5. Objects of your choosing.

6. Miscellaneous decorative materials.

Directions-Upon completing your novel, you will create a visual book report that displays your knowledge and understanding of the book.  The goal of this project is to entice others to want to read the novel that you selected. (Sell your book!!!!!)
1. Line your box with plain white or decorative paper. Be sure not to close off the top.

Top-On the top of your box display the title and author of the novel as well as your name.

Front-On the front draw or find and print out a picture or collage of pictures that go along with the main themes of the novel. (Think the cover of the book.) You MAY NOT use the cover art on the actual novel.  Also include the title and the author.

Back-On the back create a word search, crossword puzzle, or board game using some of the essential terms or themes of your book.  You must also include a key or instructions to the game and game pieces.

Side One-On one side include a plot summary of the novel.  You will have very limited space, so you will have to decide which elements of the plot are the most essential.

Side Two-On the other side choose FIVE literary terms that we have discussed in class and display an example from the novel you read.  You must also include a page inside the box on which you explain why each example you include is an example of the literary term you say it is.
Inside-Inside the box include FIVE items (or drawings/pictures of items). One item must serve as a symbol for the main character; another should explain a major theme. The others can symbolize other characters or themes.  On the same insert page listed above, explain why each symbol stands for each character or theme.

Citations-Any pictures or information that you obtain from outside sources (Internet) must be cited.  You can include the works cited on the bottom of the same page listed above.

Your grade will be based largely on neatness and creativity, but demonstrating that you did not read the novel will result in a zero.
