Correcting Comma Splices and Run-ons
1. Separate the two independent clauses with a period to make two sentences.

Comma Splice:  I really like grammar, I hope we get to test soon.

Correct:  I really like grammar.  I hope we get to test soon.

2. Separate two independent clauses using a comma and a coordinating conjunction (FANBOYS-for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so).

Run-on:  I was tired this morning I didn’t feel like waking up for school.

Correct:  I was tired this morning, so I didn’t feel like waking up for school.

3. Add a subordinating conjunction (because, so that, after, before, if, once, though, where, while, unless, until, etc.) to the beginning of one of the independent clauses to make it dependent.
Comma Splice:  I hope we get to test soon, I really like grammar.

Correct:  I hope we get to test soon because I really like grammar.

4. Connect the two independent clauses with a semicolon (only if they are related).

Run-on:  I hope we get to test soon I really like grammar.

Correct:  I hope we get to test soon; I really like grammar.

5. Connect the two independent clauses with a colon (only if the second sentence describes or elaborate upon the first).

Run-on:  She was an accomplished author she published four novels.

Correct:  She was an accomplished author: she published four novels.

6. Connect the two independent clauses using a semicolon, a conjunctive adverb (however, therefore, accordingly, meanwhile, furthermore, nevertheless, etc.), and a comma.
 
Comma Splice:  I was tired this morning, I got up and went to school anyway.


Correct:  I was tired this morning; however, I got up and went to school anyway.

Correct each of the following run-ons or comma splices using three methods each (total 15 sentences).

1. I went to the game, I wanted to visit with my friends.
2. He is a very smart student he makes A’s on all of his tests.

3. I like pizza, hamburgers are my favorite.

4. We met at the field after school, we had a tough practice.

5. I cannot wait for summer vacation I need a break.
