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Glogster book poster
Directions-Upon completing your novel, you will create a visual book report that displays your knowledge and understanding of the book.  The goal of this project is to entice others to want to read the novel that you selected. (Sell your book!!!!!)
Your Glogster page must include the following elements:

1. The title and author of the novel as well as your name.

2. A picture or collage of pictures that serve as cover art for the novel. (Think the cover of the book.) You MAY NOT use the cover art on the actual novel.  
3. A plot summary of the novel.  You will have very limited space, so you will have to decide which elements of the plot are the most essential.

4. Choose FIVE literary terms that we have discussed in class and display an example of each from the novel you read.  Be sure to explain why each example you include is an example of the literary term you say it is.
5. Include FIVE symbols. One picture must serve as a symbol for the main character; another should explain a major theme. The others can symbolize other characters or themes.  Be sure to explain why each symbol stands for each character or theme.

Citations-Any pictures or information that you obtain from outside sources (Internet) must be cited.  You can include the works cited on the bottom of the poster or on a separate document.

Your grade will be based largely on neatness and creativity, but demonstrating that you did not read the novel will result in a zero.
