Macbeth English IV Projects
You may choose from any of the following ten projects to present to the class.  Each project is worth 100 points.  Some of the projects may have more than one person work on them.  Those projects are indicated.  Projects are due ____________________.  A schedule will be posted for each class’ presentations.
1.
Find recent (five years old or less) news articles on the following issues:

· A news story involving political intrigue

· An unscrupulous individual who is motivated by ambition

· A person who is racked by jealousy

· A person caught in the throes of passionate love

· An individual suffering from despair

· An example of the abuse of power

· The presence of the supernatural

· A country torn by civil war

Write a synopsis of each article and explain how each relates to the text. (1-2 people may work on this project)
2.
Photo Story:  Search for a minimum of 15 pictures that relate to Macbeth on the Internet.  Use those pictures to create a photo story that recounts the events of Macbeth complete with music and voice over.  (1-2 people may work on this project)
3.
Create an anime amalgamation to tell the story of Macbeth (visit YouTube for examples). (1-2 people may work on this project)
5.
Write an alternative ending to the play.  This ending should then be videotaped and edited or performed in front of the class. (2-3 people may work on this project)
6.
Find five news articles that parallel/mirror events in the play.  In a chart, clearly illustrate the relationship between the articles you select and Macbeth.  Explain your comparison in a ½ page response for each article.  (1 person may work on this project)
7.
Re-create a section (or the whole selection from the textbook) from Macbeth on video.  Pay attention to props, costume, and setting.  (2-3 people may work on this project)
8.
Create your own talk show.  (It can be based on Oprah, Jerry Springer, or Montel. . . whatever format you desire.)  Write a “script” or drama for how the show will play out.  Include at least two characters from Macbeth and your host.  Your “show” should touch on all major happenings in the play.  You are not limited to keeping the time period the same; you can modernize it.  (2-3 people may work on this project)  
9.  Create a claymation or Lego version of Macbeth (visit YouTube videos for examples).  (1-2 people may work on this project)
      10. Rap:  Take a book from Macbeth and altar the style to a rap that you will video   tape or perform live for the class.  (1 or 2 people may work on this project)
      12.  Create your own.  If you have a creative idea for a project that you would like to pursue, feel free to try it out.  The project must be approved by the teacher first.
