TPCASTT for song lyrics…really?
Songs are just like poems.  I bet each of you could mindlessly sing along to hundreds, if not thousands, of songs, but how often do you really listen to the lyrics and think about the message?

1. Find lyrics to your favorite song. It does not necessarily have to be 100% school appropriate, but you will not be able to display any inappropriate language. Choosing a song with inappropriate lyrics will make your task more difficult later on.

2. Create your own PowerPoint or PhotoStory presentation making one slide for each one of the elements of TPCASTT. (You may want to complete this on paper first.)  Since you already know what the song is about, the first slide (T-Title1) should contain the title of the song, the artist, and your name.

3. Add details.  Illustrate your slide by adding images.  Find FIVE images that go along with the themes of the song you chose (these DO have to be school appropriate).  You should select symbols (heart=love, dove=peace, green=envy, purple=royalty).  You DO NOT have to include a picture of the artist.

4. Select any FIVE literary terms (mood, alliteration, symbolism, assonance, metaphor, simile, irony, etc.) and give an example of each from your song. (Slide 8)

5. Cite your images.  Slide number nine will be a works cited slide.  
YOU MUST CITE ALL FIVE OF YOUR IMAGES FOR CREDIT.

6. Save your project to the I: drive under the 2nd block folder under the “Ceresa” folder.

7. Share your project with a classmate.
